A review of the history of research. Part 1*
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Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of Hanseatic relations between Livonia (territorially corresponding
to present-day Estonia and Latvia) and Lithuania. Livonia was a Hanseatic region with major trading cities such as Riga,
Reval (Tallinn), and Dorpat (Tartu), whereas Lithuania was primarily a partner of the Hanseatic cities of Gdansk and Riga.
The Livonian cities maintained close trade relations with Northwestern Russia, Belarus, and Finland, and to the west
especially with Libeck and, in addition, with Flanders. For a long time, Baltic Germans played a leading role in scholarly
research on the interaction between the Hanseatic League and Livonia. However, from the late nineteenth century
onward, the contribution of Russian scholars to this field increased significantly. In the interwar period,
the internationalization of research began, becoming particularly intensive after the end of the Second World War.

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At present, the contribution of German authors is gradually declining, while historians from the Baltic states and Russia
have become especially active. Since the present review covers the history of research in a considerable number
of countries, it is impossible, within the framework of the literature survey presented in this article, to provide absolutely
comprehensive information; nor is it feasible to offer more detailed discussions of individual publications.
The aim of this article is to provide a general overview of the intensity, diversity, and main directions of research
development, as well as to draw attention to some lesser-known publications and scholarly connections.
